I agree not to make any claim against or sue Shot Perfect, LLC for injuries or damages relating to basketball instruction, playing, and/or the use of basketball equipment or facilities. I agree to release Shot Perfect, LLC from any such responsibility whether it results from the use of this equipment/facilities by my child or whether it arises from any negligence or other liability arising out of the equipment, the facilities, or the supervision by Shot Perfect, LLC, its agents, members, or employees of the facilities or the activities carried out on in the facilities.


I understand that I am responsible for any damage to the facilities or equipment caused by my child’s intentional acts or negligence. This includes but is not limited to theft or loss.
